Common Parts:
Wheels (bearings) should occasionally be lubricated with bearing oil 
(e.g. SHC 630 Synthetic Gear and Bearing Oil by Exxon Mobil Corp:  www.mo-
bil.com).

Using a dry cloth, wipe bearing and wheel wearing surfaces and remove any build-up 
of dust or debris every few thousand cycles or every few months, whichever comes 
first.

Brushed Stainless:
To clean any time after installation, use a non-abrasive lint free cloth or sponge and 
household glass cleaner. (Remember to test an inconspicuous area prior to cleaning 
hardware.) 
Do not use steel wool, or a Scotch Brite pad, as it can scratch the product.

Raw + Black Steel:
Maintain as much or as little as necessary for desired degree of patina. To prevent 
rusting, apply oil periodically. Select Black Steel parts like the bearings can be 
re-enhanced with furniture style carnauba wax. If needed, apply a thin coating with a 
clean cloth, let dry, then buff clean. Do not apply to plastic or rubber components.
